Questions Most Often Asked About 
International Christian Literature      

Distributors (ICLD) 
 
To whom do you send materials? 
 
The materials received at ICLD are intend-
ed for foreign countries. We target pastors, 
teachers, nationals, evangelists, some 
schools and colleges. Those materials that 
we are unable to use are redirected to other 
ministries. 
 
How do you select materials to ship? 
 
We receive dozens of letters per week.  
We aim to satisfy the requests when we 
are able to do so. Some writers want Bible 
study books or devotional books, Bible 
commentaries, Bible dictionaries. Others 
request preaching CDs or DVDs. Many 
ask for Sunday School materials, visual 
aids and children’s song CDs. Nearly all 
letters plead for Bibles. 
 
Does English present a problem overseas? 
 
No, nearly every country regards English 
as at least a second language. 
 
Are there any materials you can’t use? 
 
Materials that have a secular or specific 
denominational slant are not acceptable. 
Used Sunday School material, cut up, al-
ready colored and written in by children, 
cannot be used. Please – discretion is en-
couraged. We no longer accept cassettes 
and videotapes.  
 
Due to the high cost of postage for pack-
aged materials, ICLD accepts only Deci-
sion magazine and other magazines with a 
clear evangelistic message containing min-
imal advertising. 
 
SUMMARY: ALL MATERIALS MUST 
HAVE A CLEAR BIBLE MESSAGE THAT 
CAN BE UNDERSTOOD BY FOREIGN 
NATIONALS, A MESSAGE THAT GLORI-
FIES AND PRAISES GOD AND HIS

Who operates this ministry? 

ICLD is a non-denominational, non-profit ministry repre-
senting evangelical churches. Non-salaried Christian volun-
teers (mostly seniors) are dedicated to spreading gospel 
literature around the world. They read, sort, package and 
ship selected biblical based materials to people in foreign 
lands who lack the money or the opportunity to obtain 
God’s precious Word. 

Founded in 1961 by Dr. Calvin Katter and Clifford Anfinson, 
this organization has outgrown five different small loca-
tions and now rejoices working in a very large warehouse 
at 3446 Chicago Avenue South in Minneapolis.
